FISHING TIMES & AREAS 
Fishing areas – No restrictions but fish must be presented at the Whangaroa Weighstation 
on the day of the catch. 
Fishing Times: Saturday 7.00 am to Sunday 3.00 pm 
Weighstation:  Saturday 5.00 pm – 7.00 pm 
   Sunday 4.00 pm – 6.00 pm 
Weighstation cut-off times are to assist the Recorder for the Final Days Prizegiving but fish 
caught inside the cut-off time can be weighed on the day if the boat/fish is unable to reach 
the Weighstation within the specified times.

RADIO INFORMATION 
Radio operator is operating VHF on Channel 62.   Please use your boat/team number, not 
your boat name.   Daily roundup call will be 1.pm and before Weighstation cut-off times 
daily. Please use the fishing grid when calling in fish and during the Radio Sked (where 
applicable).  All Hookup’s, landed, tagged and released fish must be reported immediately.  
If VHF not available or out of ranch, use cell-phone and leave message on answer phone  
09 4050 399...   FISH NOT REPORTED WILL NOT COUNT FOR CONTEST. Please 
keep your VHF hand-piece secure when not in use 
Boat speed 5 knots in the harbour.
